Africa Fighting Malaria (AFM) seeks to raise awareness of the huge burden of malaria in sub-Saharan Africa and promote sensible policies for long-term solutions.


	British American Tobacco Intransigent on the Use of DDT in Uganda
While British American Tobacco has yet to issue a statement clarifying its opposition to the use of DDT in Uganda, the European Union makes it even clearer that a ban on exports was not its intention. An unpublished letter to a member of Africa Fighting Malaria's network from M. Louis Michel, Member of the European Commission, states, "The European Union’s directives to control the level of pesticides, including DDT, in protection of safe food consumption in Europe, have never meant rejection of African food import." The Kenyan government will soon release guidelines for the use of DDT in malaria control in spite of ongoing opposition.


	New Evidence of World Bank's Incompetence on Malaria
In light of new evidence of technical flaws in the World Bank's malaria control financing, Dr. Roger Bate at the American Enterprise Institute calls for the World Bank to relinquish its role in disease control altogether. While Africa Fighting Malaria does not agree with this conclusion, we maintain that the Bank should allow the World Health Organization to review its project proposals before financing them, as it has done with TB, to ensure they are technically sound and will not result in avoidable deaths. We also challenge the Bank to step up its monitoring and evaluation efforts and track measurable outcomes for its substantial investment in malaria control.

	First Potential Commercial Malaria Vaccine Developed
While even a minimally effective vaccine against malaria has been historically elusive, a new candidate vaccine cut malaria cases among Mozambican children by 26% and severity of illness by half for 18 months after infection. Considering that effective preventive measures and drugs against malaria already exist but are still unavailable to at-risk communities, a successful vaccine is unlikely to solve the problem of malaria in Africa. Nevertheless Africa Fighting Malaria supports all effective tools that will help bring this disease under control and encourages further vaccine research.
