Rotarians Eliminating Malaria – a Rotary Action Group

REMaRAG Statutes
Members: 
Every Rotarian, Rotaractor & spouse of any nationality can apply for membership. Entries are made in writing, stating name, address, telephone number, and date of birth, and Rotary club and its address and telephone number. Membership requires payment of a fixed membership fee of $20.  
 
The Executive committee: 
The Executive committee consists of the chairman, vice-chairman, secretary and treasurer. 
Country Committees
Country Committees will consist of Rotarians involved in malaria control in given countries or region. 
 
The REMaRAG committee members are ex-officio members of individual country committees. 
 
The committee will: 
.             Ensure the continued existence of the REMaRAG. 
.             Make the announcements of meetings sufficiently in advance; 
.             Pass on information about activities to members of REMaRAG & Rotary clubs;
.             Observe and keep the membership file strictly up-to-date;
.             Guarantee membership recruitment; 
.             Publish a newsletter at least once during each Rotary year
.             Convene a meeting at the RI Convention
.             Prepare and support a REMaRAG website www.remarag.org
.             Pursue a sound financial policy. 
 
Elections: 
The elections are organized by the committee in office. The elections take place at the general meeting, which takes place in the month of September. Every member is to be informed in writing. The names of candidates are to be submitted to the chairman in writing. Candidates for the chairmanship should be former members of the committee. The ballot is secret and can also be cast in writing by proxy — only one proxy per person. 

The secretary organizes the balloting. The counting of the votes is done by the members of the com​mittee, plus two additional members. The two election supervisors are selected by drawing lots from the applications received. The results of the elections are to be declared immediately, during the gen​eral meeting. Members of the committee are eligible for re-election every year, with a maximum term of five years. 
 
Finances: 
The treasurer is in charge of the finances. The treasurer and chairman have access to the accounts. The committee has the right at all times to peruse the books of the treasurer. Every year, the treasurer is to draw up the balance sheet for the entire year. The treasurer gives a financial report at every com​mittee meeting of receipts (annual membership fees and profits from activities) and expenditures (well-considered operational costs, the organization of conferences, trips and cultural activities, and financial assistance to Rotary International projects). 
 
Membership fee: 
The membership fee for the next financial year is fixed by the committee and presented at the general meeting. The fee is required from every REMaRAG member whose name appears on the membership list, as well as from every newly registered member. 
 
Membership file: 

Notice of the REMaRAG membership list is distributed to all registered members and is available electronically. 

Amendment file: 
Any member can present proposals to amend the statutes. Amendments are to be sent to the chairman, at least four weeks before the general meeting.
Internal Regulations: 
· The committee meets at least twice a year, electronically or at the RI Convention and assembles ad hoc in case of urgent problems.
· Expenses for the operation of the association are to be covered by income. 
· The chairman maintains order during the meetings. 
· Decisions in the committee are made by a two-thirds majority.
· Decisions at general meetings are made by majority vote with upraised hands if held in person or by appropriate e-mail or other response if meeting is virtual.
· The secretary draws up a report of every meeting to be distributed to the members.
· The agenda of general meetings is made up beforehand by the chairman. 
· Committee meetings are valid when attended by at least three committee members (the chairman included).
· The membership fee is fixed at US $20 per year.  Lifetime membership US $100. 
· Rotarians Against Malaria Donor Advised Fund has already been established at The Rotary Foundation for receipt of major gifts on behalf of the cause of malaria.
